It is our desire to nurture a caring community of believers amongst the families of Emmanuel Baptist Church, as well as to those guests who visit us at Emmanuel and indicate they would like a pastoral visit. Since our Senior Pastor has many responsibilities, it is not always possible for him to visit each member, adherent and first time guests.

How can you volunteer  to become a part of this Ministry?  If you have a desire to visit Emmanuel Baptist Church families, families in the community (HRM) and those who have visited Emmanuel Baptist Church, this ministry is for you.  You need to be a member or an adherent of Emmanuel Baptist Church, called of God to this ministry, and take part in an orientation process / equipping sessions, which will prepare you for this ministry.  Please complete the enclosed card and return to Pastor Lennett’s office.

What is involved  if you join this ministry?  Our first goal is to visit, on behalf of the Senior Pastor, all members / adherents of Emmanuel Baptist Church. Our second goal is to include visits to those ‘referred’ to the Ministry by making phone calls and personal home visits, ensuring that first time guests feel welcomed and keeping the senior pastor informed of members’ concerns and suggestions.  

How are referrals received? The Pastoral Care Visitation Ministry receives referrals from different sources within Emmanuel: Pastors, Deacons, the Pastoral Care Visitation co-ordinator, ministry leaders, members / adherents who know that there is a need.  

Does this ministry overlap with other ministries that are performed by different committees, the Pastors and Deacons in the church?   Not really, since people are referred to the program, co-ordination of referrals among the pastoral staff should avoid duplication, yet ensuring that Pastoral Care is given to all members, adherents and guests. 

Pastoral Care Visitation Ministry MISSION:  

· Become versed in different topics of life, e.g. current events, sports, political issues, church ministries, the ability to lead someone to Christ, etc.

· Rotate visitation calls and follow-up regularly with people who would like to receive personal visits. 
· Make phone calls to introduce self and plan visit.  

· Visit 2 times per year, if possible.  

· Document visits and make copies for the Pastor of Pastoral Care. 

· Notify Pastoral Care Visitation Co-ordinator if pastoral visit, counselling or community resources are required. 

· Co-ordinator refers individual situations to the Pastors, Deacons, Cheer Ministry or other church resources as required.
